Who Packs Your Parachute?

Charles Plumb was a U.S. Navy jet pilot in Vietnam.  
After 75 combat missions, his plane was destroyed 
by a surface-to-air missile.  Plumb was ejected and 
parachuted into enemy hands, where he spent six years in 
a communist Vietnamese prison. He survived the ordeal 
and now lectures on the lessons he learned from it.

One day, when Plumb and his wife were sitting in a 
restaurant, a man at another table came up and said,

aircraft carrier Kitty Hawk. You were shot down!” 

“How in the world did you know all that?” asked Plumb.   

“I packed your parachute,” the man replied. Plumb gasped 
in surprise and gratitude. 

The man pumped his hand and said, “I guess it worked!”  
Plumb assured him, “It sure did. If your chute hadn’t 
worked, I wouldn’t be here today.” 

Plumb couldn’t sleep that night, thinking about that man. 
Plumb says, “I kept wondering what he might have looked 
like in a Navy uniform: a white hat, a bib in the back, and 
bell-bottom trousers. I wonder how many times I might 

have seen him and not even said, “Good morning, how are

and he was just a sailor.

Plumb thought of the many hours the sailor had spent on 
a long wooden table in the bowels of the ship, carefully 
weaving the shrouds and folding the silks of each chute, 
holding in his hands each time the fate of someone he 
didn’t know.

Now, Plumb asks his audience, “Who’s packing your 
parachute?” Everyone has someone who provides what 
they need to make it through the day.  Plumb also points 
out that he needed many kinds of parachutes when his 
plane was shot down -- he needed his physical parachute, 
his mental parachute, his emotional parachute, and his 
spiritual parachute. He called on all these supports 
before reaching safety.

Sometimes, amid the daily challenges life throws our way, 
we miss what is really important. We may fail to say hello, 
please, or thank you; congratulate someone on something 
wonderful that has happened to them; give a compliment; 
or just do something nice for no reason. 

As you go through this Lenten week, recognize people 
who pack your parachute! As we continue our Lenten 
Season, recognize the Lord Jesus who daily packs our 
parachute with His love, strength, presence, hope, joy, 
mercy and forgiveness. The Lord Jesus will gently guide 
our parachute for a safe landing. Can we place our trust 
in the Lord?

As we continue in this season 
of Lent, our liturgy offers us a 
unique look into the preparation 

of the elect – those who will be

First Communion at the Great Vigil of 
Easter on Holy Saturday. The period of

at the conclusion of the Rite of Election, celebrated here at

catechumens become ‘the elect.’ Within the season of Lent, 
the Scrutinies are celebrated. 

“The Scrutinies are ordered toward liberation from sin 
and the Devil, and they give strength in Christ, who is the 
way, the truth, and the life of the elect” (Order of Christian 
Initiation of Adults, #141). The Scrutinies then are ways 
ĽŪƉɈģĨĨƆĨƉɈƉĨǋĨĝƘŇŪţɈŪţɈƵŃāƘɈƵŇŜŜɈƘāřĨɈƆŜāĝĨɈŇţɈƘŃĨɈŜŇĽĨɈ
of those who will enter the Pascal Mystery, namely the 
passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ on Holy 
Saturday, and a reminder for us who are baptized, how we 
are dead to sin, but alive in Christ, because of our Baptism. 

Within this period are two types of rituals, Scrutinies and 
the rites of handing on. There are two rites of “handing on”: 
the Handing on of the Creed, and the Handing on of the 
Lord’s Prayer. These are simple rituals. They can be done 
either in a small gathering or during the Sunday Liturgy.

The Scrutinies, on the other hand, must take place during 
Mass. They happen for three Sundays in a row. This begins 
on the Third Sunday of Lent and ends on the Fifth Sunday 
of Lent. The Scrutinies have special readings and prayers 
for Mass. Each Scrutiny also includes a minor exorcism and 
the laying on of hands for each of the elect. After this, the 
elect are dismissed before the offertory rite begins.

The Gospels chosen for the Scrutinies are: the Samaritan 
Woman at the Well, the Man Born Blind, and the Raising 
of Lazarus. These stories have a much deeper spiritual 
meaning, not just because they are long Gospel readings. 
They are chosen to show that Christ is the living water, 

the light of the world, and the resurrection and the 
life. Through these stories, the elect can “grow in the 
awareness of sin and the desire for salvation” (OCIA, #143).

Every ritual in the Church has the power to deepen our 
faith. These rituals help us encounter Jesus of Nazareth, 
whom we believe is truly risen from the dead and who 
wants a relationship with us. For the elect, the Scrutinies

those of us already baptized, these rituals remind us of 
Christ’s saving power in our lives through baptism.

Every Mass will include the readings for the Scrutinies. 
However, the actual ritual of the Scrutinies for our elect 
will only take place at the 10:30am Mass for the next 
three Sundays: March 8, 15, and 22. If you have never 
experienced a Scrutiny liturgy, I encourage you to attend. 
Although the Scrutinies are celebrated for our parish’s 
elect, they can have meaning for all of us.

The journey of conversion and renewal for the elect during 
this time is also a reminder for those of us who have 
already been baptized. We have already shared in the 
passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ, which is a 
great mystery. This season is a chance for us to step out of 
our usual Lent routines and remember who Jesus is for us.

As we reach the mid-point of 
Lent, what is your favorite 
Lenten prayer so far? I once 

listened to a conversation from the 
Pray40 Lenten Challenge in which 
Mother Olga of the Sisters of Mary of 
Nazareth shared the simple prayer she 
whispers every morning and before

Let me share what that prayer can look like in an ordinary 
day. Imagine a typical weekday morning. You are already 
running late. The coffee spills. The children are arguing. An 
email arrives that feels critical and unfair. Frustration rises. 
Sharp words sit on the tip of your tongue.

impatience. Empty me of the need to win the argument. 
Empty me of my bruised pride and quick judgments.

Instead of reacting, we pause. Maybe just for thirty 
seconds. You step into the quiet of your heart and echo 
the words of Psalm 27: “I seek Your face; Your face, Lord, 
I desire.” In that small interior retreat, something shifts.

Your patience. Fill me with understanding. Fill me with 
the awareness that the person in front of me is also tired, 
also carrying a cross. As our Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV, 
reminds us this Lent, we are called to listen. Listening 
makes room for God and for one another. Fasting—even 
from harsh words—creates space in the heart.

Finally, we arrive at the third prayer: Lord, use me. Use 
me in this conversation. Use me in this meeting. Use me 
in this family moment. The same mouth that was ready 
with criticism now offers encouragement. The same heart 
that felt annoyed chooses kindness. A small act, perhaps 
unnoticed—but grace is at work.

This is Lent in real time—not just checking boxes but 
letting God reshape us daily. Try the prayer this week:
